So called embedded systems are regarded as the most important computer application field in the years to come, and a business driver for European industry. Today, far more than 90% of  processors are part of embedded systems and not visible as computers. Our everyday life is already “embedded” in a network of hidden computers, and comfort as well as safety and security rely very much on theses. So dependability in a holistic manner becomes an important issue. Technology is developing very fast, and demanding challenges have to be met by research and engineering.

TOPICS

Suggested topics of interest include, but are not restricted to:

- Software process for efficient development of dependable embedded systems

- Architectures, Methods and Tools for Design and Development of critical systems

- Interconnected, networked embedded systems

- Functional Safety (system assessment, evaluation and standards)

- Use and usefulness of quality standards

- Possibility of large-scale reuse of IP.

- Verification, validation and certification of  hardware and software, components and systems.

- Cost-benefit optimization of products.

In particular, we encourage submissions demonstrating the potential of new approaches by providing case studies, experience and quantitative data, from academic, research and industry as well.

The workshop proceedings will be published by ERCIM and registered with an ISBN number.

SPECIAL SESSIONS

We encourage not only paper submissions but also proposals for special sessions or panel discussions. 

SUBMISSION OF PAPERS

Prospective authors are encouraged to submit a PDF or Postscript version of their paper by email to ercim05@itk.ntnu.no Papers should not exceed 8 pages in IEEE/CS proceedings format and include an abstract of up to 150 words.

IMPORTANT DATES

Submission of papers: June 8, 2005

Notification of acceptance: June 30, 2005

Camera-ready paper due: August 1, 2005

Registration is with Euromicro, because the workshop is an integral part of Euromicro.
